Several Baptist groups including
Churchnet in Missouri and The Baptist Joint Committee
for Religious Liberty in Washington D.C. have been
monitoring these bills, which are designed to chip away
at the our country's historic church-state separation. |
thought you might be interested in reading my testimony
and hearing why | feel it is important to speak out against this bill.

"My name is Rev. Dr. Carol McEntyre. | am the Senior Pastor at First Baptist Church in Columbia, MO. |
also serve on the Governing board for the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship, an 1800-member fellowship of
churches in the South and Midwest. | have spent my entire adult life studying, teaching, and preaching the
Bible. | also read the Bible devotionally, for my own spiritual growth, almost every day. | love the Bible. But |
am here today to oppose this bill for several reasons:

First, this bill is unnecessary. The academic study of religious texts, presented in a religiously neutral manner,
is already protected under law. This bill doesn't give any new rights. If a school or teacher wants to teach
about the Bible from a historical or cultural perspective they already can. With all the problems that legislature
needs to address, passing a redundant bill seems like a waste of your time and tax payer dollars. So, this bill
is unnecessary.

Second, | believe this bill is unwise. Because requiring or encouraging schools to offer elective classes on the
Bible's literary and historical significance creates so many unnecessary problems. This bill looks innocuous- but it
creates lots of complications. Like, who gets to decide which Bible to teach? Do you use the Protestant Bible that
contains 66 books or the Catholic Bible which contains 737 In addition, it is very difficult to teach knowledge of
biblical content, characters, and narratives without getting into the weeds about how to interpret the Bible. For
instance, some Christians believe that the opening of the book of Genesis teaches a literal seven-day creation
of the world by God and that Adam and Eve were the first humans who ever lived. But other Christians believe
that God created the world yet they see Genesis as a poetic retelling of how creation happened and not a
literal retelling. If you ask a Lutheran, a Catholic, an Episcopal, a Pentecostal, a Methodist, a Morman and a
Presbyterian to weigh in on that one passage, you would get at least 20 different opinions about itl So, who
gets to decide what is taught?

| am also the parent of two small children. Last night, as | was putting my 4-year-old daughter to bed, we read
the story of Jonah and the whale in her beginner's Bible. It is a miraculous story about Jonah living in the belly of
a fish for 3 days. Scientists will tell you that the story is anatomically implausible. Someday my daughter is going
to ask me if it really happened. | look forward to teaching her about the complexities of biblical interpretation.
