Invitation to Worship
The Greek word “Kairos” can be used to point us to “God’s time,” while
“chronos” is time that we relate to in minutes and seconds. Chronos is the
sequential clock time which we use to order our days. However, discernment
is usually in the language of Kairos, which is a quality of time that is full of
meaning, often because God is seen to be the acting agent making or fulfilling
promises. Put another way, a Kairos moment serves a divine purpose.
Discernment, then, is continually stopping to ask God in prayer, “What is the
opportunity of this moment? And “What are you wanting to show us today?”
Henri Nouwen references Thomas Merton as saying that God’s time is
timeless. It brings together the past and the future in the present eternal
moment. So we can connect to quality Kairos time through practices of silent



prayer, but often these Kairos moments are more of the memorable moments
and significant experiences in our lives, moments that stay with us and

continue to shape us.

Call to Worship (responsive)
