Downtown Palm Sunday Service -March 28, 9:00 am 

Sunday, March 28 is Palm Sunday and the beginning of Holy Week. We are thrilled 

to announce the Ecumenical Downtown Palm Sunday Service will take place this 

year at 9:00 am at the Boone County Courthouse Amphitheater. In years past, we 

have gathered on Broadway, however the pastors of the participating congregations 

chose to change the location to allow the crowd to have more room to social 

distance. We will have palms and worship bulletins available in the First Baptist 

parking lot. For the Palm Sunday Gathering, we ask you to wear your mask (even if 

you are fully vaccinated), maintain physical distance (6’), and avoid physical contact 

such as handshakes, fist bumps, and elbow taps.

Online at 9:15 am, On-lawn at 11:15 am 

We are excited to announce that beginning Easter Sunday, April 4, at 11:15 am, First 

Baptist will begin hosting in-person worship services on the front lawn of the church 

building again!  We will also continue to offer online worship, which will be webcast 

at 9:15 am.  For Easter, both online and on-lawn worship services will have musical 

leadership from the Awakening Praise Band and the Traditional Worship Team.  The 

Sunday following Easter, we will begin rotating the music leadership of the services 

every few weeks to allow for a variety of musical styles to be experienced in-person 

on the lawn.  

Throughout the pandemic, the Church Council has prioritized the safety and well-

being of our congregation, our church staff, and our community.  We know you are 

longing to resume worship inside our building and with the vaccine rolling out and 

Columbia’s case numbers falling, we hope that day is coming soon, but we want to 

remain vigilant in our efforts to protect people and will continue to take it slow.  

Returning to on-lawn worship is currently the safest option.  To set us up for 

success, we must all continue to wear our masks, maintain social distancing, and 

remain home when feeling unwell.

Thanks to the hard work of our Finance Committee, the 

Stepping Toward 200 Taskforce (a team created by the Church Council in 2019), and 

our Church Council, a motion is being presented to the church to pay off the 

remaining building debt from our Building Tomorrow Today campaign.  Thanks to 

the generosity of our congregation and recent gifts to our Legacy Giving funds, we 

have the opportunity to retire our approximate remaining debt of $375,000. This 

will save us roughly $50,000 per year in debt services.  The Business Meeting will lay 

out the path on how this will be accomplished and ask the church to vote to 

approve the retirement of this loan. We hope all our members will take part in this 

good work.
